PARKING

The reduction in available on-street parking will be
reduced by 50 stalls. The planned parking lot
expansion adjacent to the Chilliwack Curling Club will
create an overall net increase in available parking
stalls.

DRIVEWAYS

If you are unable to turn left into your driveway
because of the centre median, there will be three
mid-block crossings through the median to permit
u-turns.

PEDESTRIAN FACILITIES

sidewalks as well as along the centre median. Three
new crosswalks will be installed. A tree lined buffer
between the sidewalk and the travel lane will enhance
safety and comfort for pedestrians.
